


Day 01: Haridwar – Guptkashi (Drive – 230 Km / 08 hrs approx.)

Morning on arrival meet our representative/driver at Rishikesh railway station, later start
drive to Guptkashi via Rishikesh & Devprayag further you can see the beautiful river
Mandakini at Tilwara. If time allows visit the Ardhanarishwar Temple of Guptkashi. Post
darshan you will be driven to the hotel for an overnight stay.

Day 02: Guptkashi – Phata/Sersi (Drive – 1hr) Phata/Sersi – Kedarnath (Helicopter)
Guptkashi – Sonprayag (Drive – 1hr approx)
Sonprayag – Gaurikund (Local Jeep – 6 Km)
Gaurikund – Kedarnath (17 Km Trek)

The Trek for Kedarnath Ji start from Gaurikund & Sonprayag and it is the one step before
Gaurikund at a distance of 06 Km. Private Vehicles are not allowed till Sonprayag so you
can take a jeep or a taxi or a local vehicle from Sonprayag to Gaurikund. Upon arrival, start
your journey on the zigzag and well-laid trail to Kedarnath. You can avail the services of a
pony/gulli/palkiyans. Helicopter services are also available for Kedarnath from the
different helipads. The vehicle will drop at the respective helipad from where the ride is
booked. On arrival, proceed to the holy Darshan of Kedarnath Temple. Overnight stay at
Kedarnath.

Kindly note that at this package drop and pick up from 03 spots is included either at
helipad or Sonprayag.

If there are two separate drops and pickups then please update us prior, will get it arranged
at extra cost and will inform the driver also to avoid any inconvenience later.
Kedarnath Dham is one of the pre-eminent divine temples of Lord Shiva. Temple is situated
in a breath taking location, near the source of the Mandakini River. Kedarnath temple is the
highest located among the 12 jyotirlingas and is also the most important temple among the
Panch Kedar. It is group of five Shiva temples in the Garhwal Himalayas.
Helicopter services are available from/to Kedarnath temple from different helipads-
Guptkashi/Phata/Sersi/Sirasi/Pherokhal. There is the option of same-day return along with
the option of next-day return. On the next day's return, the pilgrims stay 01 night in
Kedarnath but on the same day's return, the clients come down back to Guptkashi after
the darshan of the Kedarnath Ji.



Day 03: Kedarnath – Phata/Sersi (Helicopter) Phata/Sersi – Guptkashi (Drive – 1 hr)

Kedarnath – Gaurikund (17 Km Trek)
Gaurikund – Sonprayag (Local Jeep)
Sonprayag – Guptkashi (Drive – 1 hr)

Day 04: Guptkashi – Badrinath (Drive – 160 Km / 06 hrs approx.)

Morning, proceed to Badrinath and reach en route to visit Badrinath. On arrival, check into
a hotel. Pilgrims, after having a bath in the Tapobhand, have the darshan of Badrivishal &
attend the Aarti ceremony in the evening. Badrinath temple is significant in Hinduism.
Shringar of ancestors (Pitra) in the evening, attend the Aarti ceremony of Badrinath Ji.
Overnight stay at the hotel.

Commence trek back early for Gaurikund to reach on time. Upon arrival at Gaurikund, hire
the local jeep back for Sonprayag. Later proceed drive to your booked hotel & on arrival
check in at the hotel followed by dinner and an overnight stay.
If a helicopter ticket is booked then report at 6 time by 6 p.m. back in
Guptkashi/Phata/Sersi.

- Badrinath Dham is located between the two mountains i.e. Nar and Narayan, Badrinath
Dham or Badrinarayan temple is a holy shrine, dedicated to Lord Vishnu. The sacred
temple is first among the four holiest Char Dham of India & prime among the Chota Char
Dham of Uttarakhand. The majestic holy shrine is also one among the 108 Divya Desams
dedicated to Lord Vishnu.’’ - Optional visit : Mana is a first Indian village from the border of
India and Tibet/China in the Himalayas. it's just 3 kms from Badrinath town, main attraction
in Mana village is Vyas Gufa, Ganesh Gufa, Bheem pull, Charan Paduka, Saraswati river,
Narad kund, Status of Pandvas



Day 05: Badrinath – Rudraprayag
(Drive- 160 Km/ 06 hrs approx) 

Morning start drive to Rudraprayag via Vishnuprayag,
Nandaprayag & Karnaprayag. On arrival, check into the
hotel for an overnight stay. 

Day 06: Rudraprayag – Rishikesh
(Drive- 160 km/ 06 hrs approx.) 

In the morning proceed drive back to Haridwar via
Devprayag. En route, pay your offering to the Dhari Devi
temple in Srinagar. After dropping off at your destination,
this tour will end with happy memories
